· For paper presentations, a full paper for your commentator (maximum 4000 words) will be due no later than March 7, 2011. 
· Please indicate clearly the preferred presentation format of your submission.
The conference language in all plenum sessions is English, yet presentations in parallel session may be in English, Swedish, Norwegian or Danish.
